For Students Studying At St. Joseph 

University-Dubai 
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I.     Academic Policies 
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1. As an EDAAD Scholar you are required to 

pursue a Bachelor degree in Law at St. Joseph 

University – Dubai, for which the scholarship 

is granted.  
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2. As an EDAAD Scholar you must pass all your 

exams in good standing; failing to do so leads 

to the termination of your scholarship.      
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3. As an EDAAD Scholar you must complete 

your degree within the time frame stipulated 

by the scholarship.  Any anticipated delay 

requires prior approval from EDAAD, with 

valid justifications. 
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4. As an EDAAD Scholar you must maintain a 

full-time status (as defined by the university) 

during the academic year. 
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5. As an EDAAD Scholar you will be required 

to sign a transcript release form giving 

EDAAD the right to access your academic 

records at the university.  EDAAD will 

request that your university sends academic 

reports/transcripts directly to EDAAD each 

term.  
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6. An EDAAD Scholarship may be put on hold 
for a maximum period of one year for the 

following reasons: 

-Illness requiring extended medical treatment 

-Cases of emergency requiring you to stop your 

studies 
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7. If EDAAD approves placing you “ON 

HOLD” the expected date of degree 

completion is automatically extended, 

reflecting the period that you were “ON 

HOLD.” 
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8. EDAAD scholars are held responsible for 

updating their contact information (Email 

and/or telephone) with the EDAAD staff on a 

quarterly basis.

9. An EDAAD Scholarship can be terminated 

for the following reasons: 

• Inability to maintain a good average, 

following one warning only. 

• Withdrawing from a course(s) resulting in 

less than full time status. 

• Failing to successfully attend the 

minimum required number of courses 

(without a legitimate reason determined 

by EDAAD) 

• Skipping a term or more without prior 

approval from EDAAD. 

• Acting in an immoral manner which is a 

disgrace to your country. 

• Acting in any manner that contradicts 

UAE culture and traditions. 

• Showing disrespect for university faculty, 

staff and peers. 

• Failing to abide by the university terms 

and regulations. 
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III.  Financial Commitment  ����� :�	��
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10. If you withdraw from the university before 

completing the program, you are held financially 

responsible for paying EDAAD the total amount 

paid for your scholarship. 
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IV.  Working in the UAE  ����� :����	
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11. EDAAD scholars are required to work in the UAE 

for a  minimum period equivalent to the duration 

of sponsorship. EDAAD reserves the right to 

recommend suitable positions for them after 

graduation.
